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The presentation will address new methods of combating speech & language delay in 
pre-school children by marrying the disciplines of speech and language pathology and 
behaviour analysis.  These methods are applied to children who have language delay 
for a variety of reasons including those with disabilities such as Autism and Down 
syndrome.  The presentation includes data and empirical evidence to support these 
methods and recent case studies which will demonstrate the success of this new 
strategy. 
 
The experts will also take part in a panel discussion that will be open to audience 
questions following the presentation.
